FINAL ORDER AND JUDGMENT

Except as otherwise expressly provided below, all
capitalized terms used in this Final Order and Judgment
shall have the meanings and/or definitions given them in
the Settlement Agreement ("SA" or "Settlement
Agreement") entered into by or on behalf of the Class
Counsel, the Class, the Compromising Parties, and the
Settling Insurer,and preliminarily approved by this Court on
March 29, 2004. The original of the'SA is filed in these
proceedings as Exhibit A to the Joint Motion for Preliminary
Approval of Proposed Settlement signed by or on behalf of
the Class and the Compromising Parties.

There came for hearing on this 1yth day May, 2004 the motion of the Class, as

certified in the captioned litigation, appearing through the Class Counsel, and the

Compromising Parties seeking: (i) entry of a Final Order and Judgment finally approving

the terms of the Settlement Agreement and the settlement contained therein and all

exhibits thereto as fair, reasonable, and adequate in accordance with Louisiana Code

of Civil Procedure article 594; (ii) dismissal with prejudice and release of all claims of

the Class Related to the Episode against the Released Parties; (iii) dismissal with

prejudice of the Class Action; (iv) a finding that the objections to the fairness,

reasonableness, and adequacy of the settlement, if any, are without merit as to the

Relea?ed Parties; (v) a finding that the notice given to Class Members and other

interested persons of the proposed settlement and all related procedures and hearings

complies with all requirements of state and federal constitutions, laws, and rules,

including, but not limited to, due process; (vi) a bar order precluding Class Members

from prosecuting and/or filing actions Related to the Episode; and (vii) the issuance of

relatedorders for the effectuation of the settlement.
